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I: Yeah all right let’s…  shall we look at the … (baby crying in background) look at what we made.  So we did it using Prezi. Have you used Prezi?
J: No.
I: No okay.
J: I’m like why does that say Jasmine?
I: Do you remember that yeah (laugh)? Okay. 
(Plays audio –Bubble Guppies television programme soundtrack. Conversation between Jasmine and male about leaving the light on in her room to help her sleep. Music playing.).
J: (Laughing).
(Plays audio- television/audio soundtrack – man shouting).  
J: Usually (laugh) it is so funny because usually we wouldn’t get away with the (unclear) on. Because usually it would be like take it of now, take it off…
I: Yeah, yeah. 
J: It depends whether he is doing the register.
I: Yeah, yeah.  Yeah I think in the morning the person talked over it but then in the afternoon I think there is, is it Suzanne or, the one with blonde hair what’s her name?
J: Suzi.
I: Suzi yeah that is it. When she came in in the afternoon she asked you to switch it off. 
J: Yeah.
(Audio playing – sound of keyboard tapping).
J: Is that what the typing sounds like in my class (laugh)?
I: Yeah that is you that is (laugh). 
J: That is so funny.
I: (Laugh). 
J: Usually if no-one is there we will play music.  Like the teacher, my teacher is so funny if she is in a good mood she will put that music on and stuff. 
I: There was a really relaxed atmosphere in there wasn’t there?
J: Yeah .
I: Yeah it was really quiet .
J: Yeah because it is not like you have to do this-
I: Yeah.
J: And everyone has to finish it before a certain time.  We just do it in our own time. 
I: Another one?
J: Um hmm.
(Plays audio- sound of people squealing and laughing).
J: (Laughing quietly).
I: (Laughing quietly).
J: Oh I am going to miss her, she has left now.
I: Yeah. She has got a great laugh.
(Audio playing – teacher giving lesson instructions).
J: Is she the teacher-
I: Yeah.
J: She was (??the student??unclear), the teacher from business. 
I: Yeah, yeah. 
J: She used to be our English teacher and another lady used to be our business teacher. But the lady who went on maternity leave came back.
I: Oh okay. 
J: Oh was that me speaking? Oh that didn’t sound like me.  Eurgh my voice sounds horrible.
I: (Laugh).
(Audio of a man saying – why are you looking at my girlfriend like that?)
J: (Laughs) oh this was so funny. 
 (Audio plays of man talking).
I: Is that true?
J: Yeah. Pretty much every person (laugh). 
(Audio playing of people shouting about concentrating, counting steps).
J: I miss the gym so much that, oh my god so much.
I: Over the summer you miss it?
J: Yeah I can’t wait to get back and go to the gym.
J: Yeah. 
I: Come to life in there. Could you join one locally?
J: Yeah I could probably join the gym with (*unclear*).
I: Yeah.
(Audio of playing with the baby –look at him look at your lovely beautiful face, look at your amazing feet, he has amazing feet).
J: (Laughs).
(Audio of making noises with baby- is it funny, is it funny?).
I: And that’s it.
J: Is that what I… (laughs). I’m like oh god that is so embarrassing.
I: What’s embarrassing about it? 
J: My voice, it is so like (.) I am like is that what I sound like-
I: Yeah, yeah.
J: To people. It is like so embarrassing.
I: I think everyone feels like that when they hear… I feel the same when I hear my voice, I can’t actually believe that is actually is me talking. What do you think of it? Do you think like… How do you feel when you watch it other than cringing at your voice?
J: I like it.
I: Yeah?
J: Yeah I like it.
I: What do you like about it?
J: I just think it is cool like looking through your day and…
I: Yeah. 
J: Usually I wouldn’t like think back to a day but now I looked over it I am like, oh (laughs)!
I: Yeah. Yeah erm and like looking at it, does that like, does that reflect how you remember that day?
J:Yeah, yeah. But I, it is weird, looking back it is so, it is funny, it is making me laugh.
I: Is there anything that is missing do you think-
J: Erm-
I: From, if someone who didn’t know you saw that, and they thought right that is what your, that is what your day-
J: I don’t think there is anything missing, that is basically my day.
I: Yeah. 
J: Yeah.
I: Is there anything you would add to it do you think if you were recording it yourself and had to add something in?
J: Erm, I don’t know. That is pretty much what I do.
I: Yeah.
J: I think, really. But I think it changes like when she gets older-
I: Yep. 
J: Like the routine is really so different.
I: Yeah. 
J: Like it is already different now.
I: What’s changed?
J: Erm (..) well I think it depends like if it is a school day.
I: Yeah definitely.
J: And if it is a weekend day.  It is quite different.
I: And what would be some of the differences of a weekend day? 
J: A weekend day, she wakes up and then she has her breakfast but then she goes back to sleep after-
I: Um hm.
J: After like an hour she goes back to sleep.
I: Um hmm.
J: And then she wakes up and then she has lunch.
I: Um hm. 
J: And then she just eats throughout the day. 
I: Um hmm. 
J: It used to be like set times but now if she is just hungry she is just going to eat.
I: Um hmm.
J: And she eats my food and stuff like.
I: Hmm.  Would you at the moment, that's not erm public so me and the other researchers on the project can erm see it but no-one else has seen it. Would you be happy for that to be made public-
J: Yeah.
I: So anyone in the world can see that?
J: Yeah. 
I: Yeah? And there is nothing you would want to change on that?
J: No. 
(Interruption- someone opening door).
I: No?
(Interruption –female voice apologizing)
I: That’s okay don’t worry.  
J: Its so cool.
I: I was just showing Jasmine er, you know when I was here last time and we made a like, I followed her round for the day.
FC: Oh yeah.
I: We put it all together online, in a document we put online-
FC: Okay.
I: I was just showing her (laugh).
FC: Wow. Is it good?
J: Yeah.
FC: Oh that is good.
J: Are you making tea?
FC: I am going to give that girl a (*unclear*) bowl and a thing of milk. She can make her cereal in there.
J: She can come in and make her cereal.
I: You can come in it is all right.
FC: Are you sure?
J: Yeah.
FC: Oh okay.
I: Yeah. That is fine.
FC: Okay.
J: I still think you should make the tea.
I: (Laugh). 
FC: Cheryl?
C: Yeah?
FC: Come. A tea for you.
J: Huh?
FC: No was just saying to Cheryl.
J: Oh.
I: So is there anyone who you wouldn’t want to see it?
J: No.
(Lots of background noise, child talking and cupboards being opened and shut and crockery being placed on the surfaces). 
FC: I need to get some more. The milk has finished.
J: You only opened it last night!
FC: Oh my back. I have got such a back-ache. Oh man. 
I: What is that from?
FC: Oh I keep moving.
J: She doesn’t sit down ever. Like ever.
FC: I am just trying to get the house sorted out. I am just, I am back to work next week.
I: Are you?
FC: So you just need to, have things back in its place.
I: Yeah.
FC: These mucky lot, they take things out and they don’t put nothing back. 
I: (Laughs) I imagine as soon as you clean it up it is messy again.
FC: Exactly. 
I: Yeah.
FC: Like I took about (.) a thousand sweets from underneath the chair this morning.
I: (Laugh).
FC: God knows who that was. 
I: (Laugh).
FC: Becky and Kayla and Simon.
I: (Laugh).
J: They were the last ones down the stairs. 
FC: I need to get some more milk.
J: That is enough milk. I guess if you warm it up it is just going to get thicker. 
I: The other thing I have got here is after I saw you last time I wrote loads of notes about the day. And I wondered if you would be able to have a look through them.
J: Let me get my glasses. 
I: Okay it is quite long. 
(Background shouting at a child – You what? You are not getting up.)
I: (Laugh).
J: (Laughs).
(Background sound of adult talking loudly and young child crying. Adult voice –Oh you saw mummy).
J: (Laugh).
I: (Laugh) Is that what happens if she…
J: Yeah if she like gets a glimpse of me she goes (pretend crying).
I: She was all fine before you came in the room, yeah. So it is quite long would you mind having a read through?
J: Yeah.
I: And just seeing if, well what you think of it and also whether that is the sort of thing you would be happy to be made public or not and which bits you might want to be taken out.  I don’t know if you want a pen?
(recorder turned off then on again)
J: For about fifteen minutes and then just went into Ikea. 
I: And looked round.
J: And looked round and I got a few bits.
I: What were you actually meant to be doing?
J: This is how it started yeah. We were all talking about how we liked Ikea and stuff. 
I: Hmm. 
J: And then we were all joking around saying we should make it into a trip. And she said we can make a trip and try and get something about the buisiness out of it so we can, so they will fund our trip.
I: Yeah.
J: And then we managed to do it. 
I: (Laugh).
J: And we went to Ikea.
I: So you were sort of  meant to be researching it as a business? 
J: Yeah.
I: Yeah.
J: So that didn’t really happen.
I: (Laughs).
J: We just sort of stood there, did like a tally-
I: Yeah.
J:  For like fifteen minutes.
I: (Laugh) yeah.
J:  Then we went in, looked round and then went and got food (laugh).	
I: What is it that everyone likes about it?
J: I don’t know. It just has everything.
I: Yeah (laugh). 
J: And nice food.  (… reading notes…) Erm Gabriella kept telling erm Amy to stop yawning because her jaw dislocates.  
I: Really?
J: Its like hyper mobility but she puts it on sometimes. It really gets on my nerves. And I get in trouble for saying stuff. 
I: So sometimes she yawns so much that her jaw dislocates. 
(Sound of mobile beeping).
J: It does it by itself. That is my little brother out there. They are the same size shoe.
I: Oh really?
(Sound of mobile beeping).
J: My screen is so dirty.   (… reading notes…) 
(Interruption)
FC: Sorry can you just hold her.
J: I am reading.
FC: I have got to run to the shop Eve is falling asleep. And George’s so, going to Simon. I am just going to get some milk. 
J: (Jigging baby up and down) Huh, huh, huh.
I: Laugh.
(Baby laughs, sound of banging)
J: She likes banging.
I: Yeah. She looks really happy. 
J: Suzi the blond one, she is really nice.
I: Yeah she is so nice. I felt like she really cared about all of you.
J: Yeah she does. She really does.
(Baby gurgles).
J: Thank you for saying I was right.
I: (Laughs).
J: She always does that whenever she is wrong she always denies it all of the time.
I: Hmm. Yeah you were definitely right, I wasn’t sure if it was my place to say anything at the time (laughs). 
(Baby gurgles, banging).
(Sound of tap running).
(Baby gurgles, banging).
(Baby laughing).
J: It never used to be that quiet but most of the year elevens left.
I: Yeah, yeah.
J: So like and loads of the people they just really weren’t like, they just weren’t coming in.
I: The lessons are really, the classes are really small in the day I was in. They are not like-
J: Usually the most, the most in a class is like seven or eight.
I: Right so that is normal then is it?
J: Yeah.
I: And is it normal that like most of the boys came in the afternoon or…
J: That's every day. Even if they don’t come in.
I: So they are meant to be there, everyone is meant to be there but tech- 
J: Yeah. 
I: But they just don’t come in?
J: Yes.
(Baby coughing, baby vomits).
J: That sounded sicky.
I: Um hmm.
(Baby laughs).
J: Don’t get excited its not for you.
I: (Laugh).
(Baby laughs).
J: I  have to stop now because my eyes are killing-
I:  Killing. Yeah do you want to stop for a bit? How did you feel reading that?
J: It is like way more detailed than that.
I: Yeah. And how does that feel reading that kind of detail?
(Baby coughs).
I: It doesn’t feel strange?
(Baby coughs).
(Recording breaks, starts again).
I: What was it like on the day having me there, recording?
J: It didn’t feel different for some reason.
I: Didn’t it?  There wasn’t any, were there any bits sort of in the classroom or the common room where it felt (.) strange or like you might have to like explain why I was there or that people might think why has Jasmine got someone following her?
J: I didn’t think about it.
I: Yeah.  And when you read that now and think about the detail does it feel like that is a normal day?
(Baby cries out).
J: Yeah. 
I: She is really smiling (laughing). Awh.
(Jasmine kisses baby).
I: Are there any bits of that that surprised you?
J: Hmm not really. 
I: No. Or made you feel uncomfortable?
J: Not really no.
I: Hmm. And what would you think about that being publically available on line?
J: I wouldn’t mind.
I: Do you think that anyone would be able to work out that is you if they read that?
J: Huh?
I: Do you think that anyone would be able to work out that that is you? Because obviously all the names have been changed but do you think it is…
J: Probably like about two or three of my friends but I think that is about it to be honest.
I: Hmm.
J: (To baby) Bob, bob, bob, bob, bob!  Especially the beginning bit where I put my food in the fridge and ate cake.
I: (Laugh). 
J: A lot of people would realize…
I: That was you (laugh).
J: And definitely this bit, the science because a lot of people would know that is me.
I: And why is that?
J: Because that is like every lesson I am like that. 
I: Yeah. Yeah.
J: I got offered additional science for GCSE, somehow. So I am just going to do it.
I: Is that because you are good at it though?
J: That is the thing, I am capable but sometimes it is just like so boring.
I: Yeah.
J: I struggle to like-
I: Yeah.
J: Stay concentrated. 
(Baby cries, Jasmine mimics baby crying).
I: (Quiet laugh).
J: Do you want a biscuit? Shall I give you a biscuit?
(Goes to get baby a biscuit, rustling of biscuit wrapper).
J: I can’t believe they ate all of them and I didn’t get any.
I: Awh. Packets of biscuits must go quickly in this house yeah? 
J: We don’t really buy them that often, but all of them, all the kids just like, when everyone is upstairs they go and help themselves all the time and they eat all of them and I came down and just told them all off.
 I: So are all the kids are they erm your foster carer’s grandchildren and children or are they…
J: Not all of them.
I: (Laugh).
J: This is really dry.
I: Hmm.
J: The little girl-
I: Hmm hmm.
J:  Is her grandaughter.   
I: Hmm hmm.
J: The boy, is her son. 
I: Hmm hmm.
J: The other boy that is here is her son’s friend.
I: Okay.
J: And the little girl who was making her cereal is, she is her, she is here on respite.
I: Oh okay.
J: It is just while her carer is on holiday she is with us. 
I: Yeah, yeah. Is it nice having lots of people around?
J: Hmm. Hm hm. (To baby) Ummmm.
I: Would it be all right to leave this with you and you just finish reading it whenever?
J: Hm hm.
I:  And let me know if there is anything in it that you are not happy with, or that you want me to change. Does that sound all right? 
J: Hm hm.
I: Anything kind of that makes you think it makes you or someone else identifiable or it just makes you feel uncomfortable with other people reading.
J: Hm hmm.
I:  Would you be all right for example if one of your teachers read this?
J: Yeah. 
I: And was it typical in that, you know you weren’t feeling, you weren’t feeling that well that day were you? Is that kind of typical would you say or is that unusual?
J: I felt ill everyday.
I: Really? Is-
J: Until recently. I took my implant out.
I: Oh. Really
J: And it has just been since then I have been fine.
I: Oh really. Would you feel like that on a school day, like on a non school day as well? Like how you were feeling that day did you-
J: Um hm.
I: Hmm. And are there bits of you, like if someone didn’t know you and they read that they would obviously get an impression of Jasmine and what she is like. Do you think there are bits of your personality and bits of your life that (.) are kind of missing that someone wouldn’t know about you because they are not in there?
J: Hmm probably, I don’t know what though. 
(Baby gurgles).
I: (Laughs).
J: Your feet are tiny, your tiny, tiny feet.
I: And do you think that if like if I could see or whoever was, and it was like all written on there like what you were doing on your phone, all the messages you send and what has happened, do you think that would (.) tell me something about you and your life?
J: Probably not.
I: (Laughs).
J: Probably not. I have got a new game actually (unclear).
I: Oh yeah?
J: It is like this Family Guy game.
I: Awh you love Family Guy don’t you?
J: (Unclear)
I: Are you still using Netflix?
J: Yeah not as much though. I only used it erm (..) yesterday morning for Rhea. This game is like so cool.
I: How does it work?
J: It is like you have just got to build the town bit by bit because Peter had a fight with that chicken, and everything ruined the town, everything was destroyed (unclear) you have to rebuild (baby gurgles) and like do things,  to like on different levels get new people. (baby gurgles). And then all of this stuff, and then some other thing got introduced and it is like... It is a bit confusing explaining it but it is like.
I: Um. Is it free or do you have to-
J: Yeah its free. Okay like when you get different missions you have to get stuff out of it. Cos when you want like certain items… I will show you.
I: Um.
J: It is being slow because I have just put my Wifi on. Right so this guy he is lost.
I: Um hm.
J: But then there is like… It has slowed down again. I don’t know why it is being so slow. But there are certain things I have to get.
I: Hm.
J:  I have to get. I have to get… I have got all the other things but I have to get three more slices of pizza-
I: Okay (laugh).
J: To unlock him.  And then I will have him. 
I: Hard to get slices of pizza?
J: It tells you ways you can get them if you click on it.  (Baby gurgles). I can make Bonnie twerk, get from the hotel, but you have to wait every however long, or with these but I can’t get those yet because I haven’t (unclear)…
I: Hmm. 
J: That much. Then when you press like you have to like zap up these nerds. 
I: (Laughs).
J: And you get stuff out of them. Here you get like little items of things you need.
I: Yeah, yeah.
J: There see now I can go and unlock more because I got all of the things-
I: Yeah, yeah.
J: So now I have unlocked it.
I: Um hmm.
J: So that is basically just what it is. 
I: And then what happens when you unlock someone.
J: Like there is tasks for things. 
I: Okay.
J: Of things that they want you to do and stuff.  But it is like really addictive because you really want to get all of these people.
I: Yeah.
J: You see I have got these three guys-
I: Uh huh.
J: And now I need to get Brian.
I: Uh huh. And then what happens when you have got all of them?
J: I get er a reward. He is still in the middle of doing a task.
FC:  Oh right.
J: He is done now. 
FC: Is it gone Rhea?
J: Um hm.
FC: Oh my gosh.
J: Oh there is a little bit on the floor. 
FC: Wow look at your face.
I: Wow. You are wearing your biscuit. Is it always the same lay out of the town? Like is the town always look the same?
J: I erm most of the things on here I have bought and put there.
I: Oh okay.
J: But you have to pay to like (.) clear a piece of land but sometimes you are not allowed to  clear it until you have done like certain things. 
I: Pay actual money or like?
J: Oh no-
I: Like fake money?
(Baby crying).
J: Yeah. (Unclear). Rhea these are clean. 
I: (Laughs).
J: Oh dear Rhea.
I: Hmm. Erm there are a couple of other things I want to ask you. Is that all right when Rhea is there, or would you rather, or are you all right talking if I ask you some things whilst you are also looking after Rhea?
J: Yeah.
I: Yeah?
J: Oh! Look at your hands. They are so messy (Baby cries).
I: We erm, do you remember when we also did the favourite things interview? We have also tried to turn those into part of the Prezi. So I have got two… 
(Rustling, baby crying).
(Multi media document plays: Jasmine talking about having a stuffed unicorn when she was younger)
J: Ewh my voice what the hell?
(Multi media document plays: Jasmine talking about having a stuffed unicorn when she was younger).
(Baby crying).
J: Are you being moany? Oh my god don’t touch me?
I: Do you want me to get a cloth or something? Move on to the next one?
(Multi media document plays: Jasmine talking about a new lipstick ordered by her friend’s mum).
J: I lost it and bought it back recently.
I: Oh really?
(Baby squealing).
(Multi media document plays: Jasmine goes on to talk about her favourite thing when she was fourteen- a liquid eyeliner).
J: It is weird when it is written there. 
I: Yeah. 
J: (Laughing).
I: Laughing).
(Baby crying).
J: I sound like ten (sigh). 
(Multi media document stops).
J: My voice is so horrible.
I: (Laugh). What is horrible about it?
J: It is horrible.
I: What is your impression seeing that or hearing that? Other than your voice is horrible?
J: Yeah! Erm (…) I don’t know.
I: How do you feel when you see it or hear it?
J: It is just all about my voice.
I: Yeah.
J: That is the only thing.
I: Yeah. Do you think, has anything changed since then? I am trying to think when it was when I first met you? When was Rhea born?
J: December.
I: December. I think she was a couple of months.
J: Yeah I think she was like three months.
I: I think it was like February or something, February or March.  Do you think anything, do you think all of that has changed for you now? Like if I asked you now what is your favourite thing from the past and what is your favourite thing right now in the present?
J: Probably not the past-
I: Hmm.
J: But maybe the present. Earings I don’t care about (unclear??).
I: Yeah. 
J: The eyeliner still stays (laugh).
I: Still stays.
J:  You can see it is like rubbed off in my sleep-
I: Yeah.
J Because I didn’t take my make up off last night.
I: Last time I asked you, well the first thing you said was, it is not my phone, when I asked you.  Would you say now that-
J: Yeah, yeah.
I: That it is your phone?
J: Yeah (laughs).
I: Why? Why do you-
J: Because I like have so much to do, like there is people –there is always like people calling me. 
I: Yeah.
J: So it like I have to have my phone.
I: So more for people phoning you rather than for the games and like watching stuff or is it more like-
J: Yeah. It is more like just contact.
I: Yeah. And do you think that has changed from… Because like when I first met you, you were saying it was almost like it was a bit much sometimes. That there was too much contact.  
J: Yeah erm I don’t really talk to a lot of the people I used to hang out with so it is like … yeah (laugh).
I: Yeah. So it is more like now it is really nice having contact with people whereas before it was a bit stressful?
J: Yeah.  (Whispering to baby) You are staring. Are you staring?
I: And what about making something like that public? If anyone could hear that or see that?
J: I wouldn’t mind. 
I: Yeah? You wouldn’t mind your friends, your teachers? What were there-
J: Like most of my friends would say, oh listen to your voice.
I: Yeah (laughs). Yeah.
J: Every day someone would be like, you sound so posh.
I: Yeah, yeah (laughs). 
FC: (Unclear) again.
J: Again? Again? Which one?
FC: The little one again. 
J: Again (laugh). I am just going to go down the high street and get some milk.
J: You said that about twenty five minutes ago.
I: Yeah (laugh).
FC: Yeah you know what happened? You know what I am like Jasmine?
I: (Laugh).
FC:  I had to put the two beds back in the other room.
J: Why can’t you just get the milk from over there?
FC: I don’t really like ordinary milk. I like Cravendale. Haven’t you noticed?
J: Why don’t you go to Sainsburies?
FC: That is where I am going to Sainsbury’s. I am not walking. 
J: You are not walking to Sainsbury’s? We basically live in the car park. 
I: (Laughs). So just kind of two more things to ask you and then we are done. So one is kind of looking backwards and one is looking forwards. So would you say you have enjoyed taking part in the project?
J: Yeah.
I: What have you have enjoyed about it? 
J: I just don’t really do anything so it was just good to do.
I: Yeah.
J: No, no, no, no, no. Thea? 
(Child crying).
FC: What is wrong?
J: Lexi?
L: Yeah?
J: Can you pass me the baby wipes? The open one? No don’t, stop it. She keeps doing that.
I: What is she doing?
J: (Unclear).
I: Yeah (laughs).
(Rustling of wipes).
Child: Should I leave it?
I: Should you leave what?
Child: Rhea?
I: Awh. 
J: Rhea.
Child: (Shouts) Rhea!
(Baby laughs).
I: Is he the one whose birthday it has been? Who you had cake for?
J: Yeah.
I: What sort of soup are you going to get?
J: Chicken soup from the Caribbean shop.
I: Hmm.
J: It is literally just up there pretty much.
I: Hmm it is a day for soup.  
J: It is what I feel like eating. I don’t know how I didn’t eat a whole day at Carnival yesterday. 
I: Did you not?
J: No I don’t know why.
I: Oh and there is normally loads of nice food isn’t there?
J: I was looking at the food, it looked so good. I don’t know why I didn’t get any. I think I was just occupied I wasn’t really thinking about it. 
I: Did you go with Rhea?
J: No. Yesterday was the adult day. 
(Baby cries).
J: Oh you are still tired. 
I: Oh yeah you are a bit tired.
J: She has a nap in the morning recently.
I: Really? Hmm. Which, have there been bits of this project that you have enjoyed more? Erm kind of like interview parts or the day-
J: The shadowing part.
I: That was the best bit was it? What made that better?
J: I don’t know (laughs).
I: A bit different?
J: Yeah.   
I: And do you think you would recommend taking part in something like this to someone else?
J: Yeah. 
I: What would you say to them? If someone said, oh that sounds a bit weird or a bit awkward what would you say? 
J: I would say it is not (laughs)
I: (Laughs).
J: But I don’t know if that is just me and I am just a person who is not…
I: Yeah.
J: And some people are like, just not like that.
I: Yeah. And what would you say the like six seven months since I met you, what would you say that has been like for sort of half of a year in your life compared to other half years in your life?
J: I don’t know. Everything is always different.
I: Yeah. 
(Baby gurgles).
I: I suppose it is really different as well because before, well you had only just had Rhea really.
J: And now she is nearly one, great (laugh). 
I: Wow.
J: (To baby) great, great, great, great.
I: (Laugh).
J: (Making baby noises to baby).
I: So this project is coming to an end really. But what is happening at Sussex, where this project is based, is that they are starting a new project called Curating Childhoods.
J: Um hm. 
I:  The project is all about creating an archive of different kind of documents about children’s lives. So a way that researchers can go to the archive if they want to find out sort of data or information about children’s lives.
J: Um hm.
I: And one of the things they want to do is use the things we have created from this, like the recordings and the photos  and put them in the archive.
J: Yeah, yeah.  
I: Do you think you would be happy with that?
J: Yeah. (To baby) yes, yes, yes.
I: And also as part of that project they are doing a couple of other things like, which you could still be interested in if you want to.  So this project has come to an end, you don’t like have to do anything else but… So they are doing, they are running kind of workshops down at the University of Sussex for everybody who has taken part in this project, which you could, would be invited to come along to, meet other people who have taken part in the project and find out a bit more about the new one. Do you think that might be something you would be interested in? 
J: Yeah.
(Baby coughs).
J: Yeah, yeah.
I: Yeah?
J: (To the baby) lets not get too excited now.
I: Is she looking at the clock?
J: Yeah. 
I: Yeah.
J: She is just getting really excited because the clock is moving.
I: Really (laughs).
J: (To baby) have you got an itchy nose?
(Baby shouts). 
J: Eurgh bogies. 
I: I remember you saying last time you are always trying to get her bogies but she hates you doing it.
J: Yeah. But she has like a little cold. (To the baby) don’t do that eurgh, not in your mouth.
I: Um.
J: She has a little cold, I think it is because she is teething. (To the baby) stop doing that because you are rubbing saliva all over your face. (…) Your tiny little hands.
I: And the last thing was whether you think early next year, so that would be the beginning of 2015 so just after Rhea’s birthday, whether you would be willing to record your own day in the life. 
J: Yeah.
I: Yeah?
J: Yeah.
I: Would you be up for doing that? 
J: Yeah.
I: Cool. That’s kind of it. So I suppose, I can, I owe you, did you get those two vouchers in the post?
J: Yeah.
I: Did you spend them?
J: Not yet.
I: Not yet. 
J: I was going to on Sunday…
I: Hmm.
J: But I didn’t end up going shopping, I was meant to go shopping. 
I: I have got another one for you actually but I haven’t got it with me so I will post it to you again. Um and is that all right if you just look through and let me know if there are any problems with it?
J: Yeah.
I: And what we will do is I will get these put online and erm then I will send you the links in case you want to have a look. Just the one thing that I wanted to sort check with you is that I remember you saying a few times before that erm social services have had some like concerns about you putting photos of Rhea up and kind of yeah safety concerns about things like that. Do you think any of this… they would be concerned about?
J: No. Definitely not.
I: Definitely not.
J: They are not really worried about me anymore.
I: Yeah. Because neither of you are on the Child Protection?
J: Yeah.
I: What were they worried about before? What was the risks from their point of view.
J: Do you know what I am still not even sure. I am still not sure.
I: Yeah. Was there anything you wanted to ask me about any of it? 
J: No. (Plays with baby). 
I: No? Well it has been really nice. I am really glad you took part in it. It has been really nice meeting you and Rhea. 
J: Yeah you too.
I: Like several times, it was like the fourth time I was thinking today. I was watching her grow up I think.
J: Erm.
I: What are you guys going to do for the rest of today? Eat some soup?
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
